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Research to advance our understanding of stem 
cells – and their potential for future therapies – is 
expensive, painstaking work. Within The Saban 
Research Institute, these investigations are driven 
by a commitment to develop answers to the diseases 
that impact the lives of children.
 
Philanthropy is critical in fueling this search for 
new knowledge. Many questions that remain to be 
answered about stem cells involve basic science 
or experimental approaches. Only private support 
from donors who believe in this cause can help turn 
ideas into reality and enable scientists to gather the 
evidence that can invite government funding.

Each philanthropic dollar invested in research at 
Childrens Hospital Los Angeles will leverage $8 to
